Reason of the visit: In January 2010 the help organization KFKOK  donated a container of relief supplies to the Red Cross in Vietnam. This transport was organized through the Swiss Consul General Mr. Beat Wafler and Mr Phu Son of the Red Cross in Saigon. Mr. Phu Son has his office in the Swiss Consulate General.

The freight up to Saigon was paid by the club KFKOK. There were hospital beds, ultrasound machine, wood sawing, planing wood, sewing machines, wheelchairs and other material.

We wanted to know where the supplies were brought. Therefore, we planned a visit to the Swiss cement company Holcim. This factory is only 70 kilometers away from the area. So we have combined these visits. We drove about 2 x 300 kilometers, equivalent to about 2 x 10-hours.

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Photo 4: And here you see how to prepare the drugs. We thought at first we do not see right, grass, tree bark and so on, in large containers!
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Photo 5: This study Mr. Hieu Iris and what may well be anything! Mr Hieu is itself Vietnamese, but he saw for the first time
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Photo 6: We went into the room in which beds are that we have delivered through the Red Cross.
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Photo 7: They showed us another room where two beds from us. They were donated to us from a retirement home in Switzerland. This temple got other goods from us. It is treated as a clinic.
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Photo 8: So now it was done with soft beds. Many Vietnamese sleep on wooden boards. This comes mainly from the north of Vietnam, where it is or was reportedly normal. Only wooden boards.
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Photo 9: Front Left Iris Widmer. Back Doctors and many women who are ready for an electrical stimulation treatment combined with acupuncture.
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Photo 10: We went back from our tour. I wanted to take pictures again how this makes medicines from nature.
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Photo 11: Here are the drugs wrapped in newspaper and plastic bags. The doctor examines the patient and prescribes a mixture of different tree bark and whatever. And here one gets from it.
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Photo 12: They have shown us where to make these drugs. No chemicals, only natural.
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Photo 13: 70 women manufacture the drugs. They work for free, without pay. But they get a meal. They cut wood into small chips. These are prescribed by doctors. Even the doctors work for free, without pay.
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Photo 13: Here they cut a grass.
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Photo 14: There are blended so many different plants and branches. We have not asked anything. Once we have the opportunity, we will take care of everything around it.
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Photo 15: Here some of the women that produce the drugs from natural products.
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Photo 16: Now our tour is nearly finish.
